2009 Holiday Cup Ladies Final League Event 



 
The month will begin with the golf course maintenance department striving for optimum golf course conditioning, playability, and 
aesthetics in preparation for the AT&T National Pro-Am week and Club events to follow the weekend of February 20-21.  The green 
surfaces have remained in good condition and have benefitted from the natural rainfall of the past few weeks. Following the major 
storm in the latter portion of January, it took a few days for our equipment to be able to access the greens, tees, and fairways without 
damage to the turf.  The maintenance team continues to needle-tine the greens as part of our monthly surface aerification practices.  
This process presents a much healthier root system and turfgrass plant for all playing surfaces.  With continued aerification and top-
dressing to the entire facility, playing conditions will continue to improve over the coming years. 
 

As you may have noticed, the extensions of the drainage lines have been brought through the surface of the sand in all low points of 
the bunkers.  This process assists in reducing rainfall that begins to collect in the bunkers by immediately exiting through the raised 
drainage.  The bunkers should remain dryer in the coming weeks due to this drainage project.  Many native areas around lake banks 
and tee boxes have also undergone a restoration project to restore these locations back to their natural native state.  A mixture of 
native California grasses and wildflowers have been seeded into these areas to create a lasting natural ground cover to replace the 
bare ground previously present. 
 

The driving range was seeded and top-dressed to establish a landing area for the winter and spring months.  The maintenance depart-
ment has undertaken regular mowing and maintenance of this area.  The seed germination has taken nicely, resulting in a healthy 
ryegrass landing area.  The maintenance department continues to move forward with the Audubon Cooperative Sanctuary Program.  
Projects that will be completed throughout the winter months to move toward certification include naturalization of 50% of out-of-
play areas with aquatic plants, documenting a habitat value by conducting a wildlife inventory, installing and monitoring nest boxes, 
and establishing no-spray zones around lakes and other native areas.  As always, the Club appreciates your comments and thoughts 
regarding the Golf Course.

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How To Properly Repair Ball Marks 
Un-repaired ball marks take two to three weeks to properly heal, leaving behind unsightly, uneven putting surfaces. On the 
other hand, a repaired ball mark only takes half that time to heal. 
Beginner or pro, it is your responsibility as a golfer to fix your own marks. If you're truly a steward of the game, you'll fix 
any others you see while your partners are putting. There's really not much to it, but there are a few guidelines you should 
follow when making these repairs.

1. Please make an effort to carry a divot tool with you at all times. A tee can work as well but won’t improve the surface as     
easily as a two pronged repair tool. 
2. Insert your divot tool on the ball marks edge – not in the middle of the depression. 
3. Gently bring the edges together with a twisting motion towards the center of the mark. Try to avoid lifting up your divot 
tool as this can cause the grass to tear. 
4. Once you have repaired the ball mark, gently tap down your work with your putter to smooth the surface.
